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On May 17-18, 2006, the New York State Education Department held the first Business Education 2020 conference in Albany, New York.  Select business educators representing regions of New York State spent two days discussing the issues and challenges facing the discipline, brainstorming strategies to address these challenges, and discussing leadership roles at the local and state levels.  

 

Some of the topics that were discussed included:

· How Business and Marketing Eduation can play a role in decreasing the state’s drop out rate.

· How Business and Marketing Education can  increase attendence and academic achievement.

· Commissioner Mills’ April 2006 Report to the State Board of Regents stating a need for expanded Career and Technical Education.

· Skills and competencies our students need to be successful in post -secondary education and employment.
· Major issues facing our discipline and action steps we can take to address those issues.
Speakers from the State Education Department, Department of Labor, Post-Secondary Education, and local corporations addressed the increasing need for Business Education at the secondary level.  According to the National Association of Colleges and Employers (NACE) 2006 survey, four of the top five careers are in business related fields; Accounting, Management , Marketing, and Finance.
