Driver & Traffic Safety Education: Program Approval Form and Recent Program Changes


The spring 2010-11 DE-1 Driver & Traffic Safety Education (DTSE) program approval form is now available at www.p12.nysed.gov/cte/de/forms. Each semester the State Education Department produces a new DE-1 program approval form allowing for a start and end date not to exceed three years. This season’s form will allow programs to seek up to three years of DTSE program approval beginning January 15, 2011.

The only significant change to this season’s DE-1 form is in section III. Programs are now required to indicated whether or not they are offering the “5 Hour Pre-Licensing Course” leading to the issuance of an MV-278 certificate as part of their minimum 24 hours of classroom instruction. Please note that embedding the “5 Hour Pre-Licensing Course” is not a requirement of the DTSE program. This option is most commonly exercised within approved programs that span several months time in order to give students the opportunity to practice driving at home by acquiring their permit. A $1.00 charge per MV-278 certificate is associated with this option. MV-278 certificates are issued via booklets of 50.
