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This month’s Driver & Traffic Safety Education (DTSE) memo to the field features a new tool for all DTSE administrators called the Instructional Hours Calculator, which can be downloaded at http://www.p12.nysed.gov/cte/de/Tools.html.  This Excel download is a tool designed to assist DTSE program administrators when filling out the Roman number three (Instruction) section on forms DE-1 or DE-1A (the DTSE program approval and amendment forms).  A snapshot of the item appears to the right.  The Instructional Hours Calculator was created because this section is commonly filled out incorrectly.  Typical errors include, but are not limited to listing minutes of instruction instead of hours or instruction, listing periods of instruction that exceed 1.5 hours (90 minutes), and leaving items blank.  A snapshot of the Instructional Hours Calculator reveals a form that looks much like the Roman numeral three (Instruction) section on forms DE-1 or DE-1A.  Users are directed to input numbers in the white cells, and let the calculator do all the work.  Various safeguards have been programmed into the calculator to ensure accuracy, correct formatting, and red flags for information that would become denied (on the DE-1 or DE-1A) if submitted. 

Tips & Tricks:

This month’s tips and tricks item addresses limitations on daily instructional hours within a Driver & Traffic Safety Education program.  Did you know that no student can participate in more than 90 minutes of classroom instruction and 90 minutes of laboratory (behind-the-wheel, in-car observation, simulation, and/or range) instruction per day?  This item is documented via the 2010 DTSE Guidelines part 3, items 4 and 5 which read as:

4.  A period of classroom or laboratory instruction may not exceed 90 minutes. 

5. A student may not participate in more than one classroom and one laboratory instructional period per day.

Research has shown student’s susceptibility to fatigue and distraction increase greatly after 90 minutes of driving and/or 90 minutes of classroom instruction.  Please note that a DTSE program may engage its students in 90 minutes of each type of instruction per day for a total of three hours on DTSE training broken down into two 90 minute sessions of both classroom lecture and laboratory instruction.

A virtual workbook aimed at providing the parents and guardians of young drivers information necessary to keep their teen drivers safe, is now available on the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles Resources for the Younger Driver Website entitled “The Parent’s Guide to Teen Driving”.  Driver Education programs are encouraged to use this guide as a method of engaging parents in their coursework.
