This month’s Driver & Traffic Safety Education (DTSE) memo to the field brings two interesting news items: a survey being conducted by the Driver Education Research & Innovation Center (DERIC), and the New York State Driver & Traffic Safety Education Association’s (NYSDTSEA) annual conference. 


The DERIC was created via a joint venture between four New York State agencies: Department of Health (DOH), Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV), Health Research Incorporated (HRI), and the Department of Education (NYSED).  The goal of the DERIC is to research and evaluate the efficacy of Driver & Traffic Safety Education to reduce adverse motor vehicle incidents involving teens in New York State. Currently, the DERIC is implementing a survey to gather basic DTSE program information from DTSE teachers who deliver the classroom portion of approved DTSE programs.
